Traditional cupping requires
the removal of ‘crema’ after
stirring and prior to tasting
asittendsto taste a little
harsh and distorts the flavor
profile of the coffee being
tasted. Unlike espresso where
the presence of crema is seen
asvital to the integrity of

the flavor.
